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Processing

The processing and material temperature should be between 68-77°F (20-25°C).

For best results, de-air the material prior to casting, then pressurize to 60 psi until cured. The resin contains a
filler which will settle from solution. It is important that it must be shaken before each use.

To reduce demold times cast into preheated molds and place the filled tool in an oven set to 150°F (66°C).
Remove the mold from heat and allow to cool for fifteen minutes prior to demold. Post curing of this material will
not advance cured properties any further than the 7 day numbers indicated.

Agitate the hardener and resin before use to ensure that the formula is homogeneous.
